2024/2025 School Year Preschool Tuition Rates
After acceptance, families will be invited to join Brightwheel, LCC’s billing and communication app. 
All registration and tuition fees will be invoiced and paid through Brightwheel.

Registration Fee: $50 per child, nonrefundable ($25/sibling thereafter per registraton)

Daily Rate: $63               

Tuition will be billed in nine equal, monthly invoices based on the number of days in the school year.

Extended Day Rate: $10 (added to Daily Rate, subject to change based on enrollment for Extended Day)

Tuition Assistance
The Great Start Readiness Program (GSRP)
The GSRP is a State of Michigan funded preschool program available for qualifying children who are four years old 
by December 1st, 2024. If you are interested in receiving more information on this program, please let our Program 
Director know. All four year old children whose family is at or below 300% of the federal poverty level will qualify 
automatically (find Federal Poverty Level calculator online). LCC can also apply for a limited number of over-in-
come slots.

DHS Child Care Assistance

John and Bruce Simpson Scholarship Fund
Monies from this Fund are reserved to assist families with tuition costs when state or federal funds do 
not cover the full cost of education.  Applications are prioritized on a need basis and eligibility is based 
on family household income; however other factors such as a child’s developmental delay, diagnosed 
disability, parent education, and primary home language other than English will be considered.

We are interested in applying for tuition assistance through LCC.

Payments and Fees
• Payment: Tuition, extended day, and other fees are invoiced through the BrightWheel app and website. An email 
will be sent to you once we receive this form inviting you to sign up for a BrightWheel account.
• Sibling Discount: A 5% sibiling discount is offered if children are enrolled together in the same year. Discount is 
for the oldest child’s tuition.
• Late Pick Up Fee: A charge of $30 per 15 minutes will be added to your bill for any child not picked up by 
4:30pm.
• Absences: Absences do not reduce tuition; nor do days we are closed for reasons beyond our control. In the 
event of extenuating circumstances that cause extended closure, refunds may be issued.
• Tuition Rates are subject to change up to 30 days before session begins. You will be notified of any change in 
tuition rates.

What to Expect Next
• Confirmation: Once your child’s schedule is confirmed, you will receive an email with your child’s schedule. An 
email newsletter introducing the staff and letting you know what to bring and expect the first days will be sent 
prior to the new session.

• Paperwork: All necessary paperwork will be emailed to you prior to your child’s first day in the session, please 
keep a look out for it. Please make sure to have all pieces complete before the first day of the session.
